The Polar Plunge invites participants of all ages (under 18 requires parent or guardian signature) 
to take a dip in the “cool” waters of their choice.  Participants can take the plunge in a pool 
outside of Heinz Field with a minimum pledge of $50 or, better yet, join a group with other friends 
and form a Plunge Team! All plungers are asked to raise the $50 minimum pledge to receive an 
official 2019 long sleeved Pittsburgh Polar Plunge shirt, but they are also eligible to earn additional 
prizes as their donations increase. Participants can raise funds online by creating their own 
fundraising page to garner support from their friends, family and co-workers, or come and sign up 
in person on Plunge Day. Corporate, school, and community teams are also welcome to set up a 
tent and hang a team banner in support of SOPA.
